While Golf Link clubs will not be required to do anything to
prepare their systems for the initial changes non Golf Link clubs
will need to replicate all of the changes manually that are being
offered through Golf Link.

It is possible to maintain handicaps manually, however, Golf SA
(and Golf Australia) urges the small percentage of Clubs not on
Golf Link to adopt Golf Link as the best way of maintaining their
member’s handicaps correctly.
